Required Textbook: Introduction to Latin, Second Edition by Susane Shelmerdine

Course Objectives: This is the second course of an accelerated, two-part beginning series
at the University of Florida. Students will master the vocabulary, morphology, and syntax in
Shelmerdines Introduction to Latin, and practice in the fluid translation of Latin to English
and English to Latin. Students will leave this class prepared to succeed in upper level Latin
courses.
