COURSE OBJECTIVE  
To improve understanding of Latin grammar and syntax through translation of English 
sentences and paragraphs into classical Latin. 
 
TEXTBOOKS 
REQUIRED:  
Bradley’s Arnold Latin Prose Composition, ed. J.F. Mountford, revised edition, Bolchazy-
Carducci, 2013.  (There are older editions of this book available online for free, but the 
section numbers and page numbers may be different.) 
 
RECOMMENDED:  
A good Latin grammar reference such as Allen and Greenough’s New Latin Grammar, 
Focus Publishing, 2000.  (Again, older versions are available online for free, but caveat 
lector!) Also good is A New Latin Syntax by E.C. Woodcock, Bolchazy-Carducci, 2019.

Course content:    
The weekly assignment will consist of reading chapters and translating exercises from 
Bradley’s.   Students will be randomly assigned to a team, who will take the lead in 
presenting the material from one or two chapters to the class.  The team will give a brief 
overview of the chapter, with supporting material from the grammar references, and 
take the lead in translating the sentences assigned from that chapter.  The team will also 
field questions about the chapter from the class.  Teams will be reassigned about 
halfway through the semester.  Each student will also post their individual translation 
homework in Canvas each week by the start of class on Tues. night.  (Students are 
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welcome to post their individual homework in advance in Canvas, but will probably 
want to meet with their team in the week before their class presentation.) 
 For the Final Project, students will translate two of the Passages for Translation 
at the back of Bradley’s, or one or more passages of their own choosing, of comparable 
length.  If a student chooses Bradley’s, the same caveats about using the answer keys 
apply.  The Final Project should demonstrate at least five major constructions from 
Bradley’s, with explanations and Bradley’s and/or grammar book references given for 
each construction. 
 Choose five major constructions from this list: 

o Indirect statement 
o Indirect question 
o Purpose/result/noun clause (independent or in indirect statement) 
o Cum clause 
o Double dative 
o Ablative absolute 
o Gerund/gerundive construction 
o Condition  (independent or in indirect statement) 
o Relative clause  (independent or in indirect statement) 
o Qui purpose/result clause 
o Qui causal/concessive clause
