 AJA GUIDELINES FOR BOOK REVIEWERS 

The AJA seeks reviews assessing a book’s strengths and weaknesses. AJA readers often find a reviewer’s assessment of the novelty of the author’s argument valuable. It is also helpful when reviewers situate an author’s views within debates and issues in current scholarship. Reviews should not contain a list of contents or summarize a book, though overall organization and emphasis should be considered, as should items not discussed. Please avoid lists of minor imperfections (e.g., misplaced commas), but do not hesitate to draw attention to serious editorial problems and errors of fact or interpretation. It is also helpful if reviewers indicate for which audiences and libraries the book seems appropriate. A Book Review Editorial was published in AJA 121.1 (2017) (http://www.ajaonline.org/editorial/3347). 

Examples of other reviews in recent fascicles of the AJA may serve as models (http://www.ajaonline.org/bookreviews). 

3. Research project

Pt. 1 Catalogue entry (10%) approximately 3-5 pages, due midnight Saturday July 16. Choose an object. (Do not pick a building or large monument—since these would require too lengthy a description.) You may make your selection from the object file on canvass or with approval from the web, or a book.  Make sure that you can see the entire object and describe it as an archaeologist would Describe the object as it is preserved. Be sure to include your assessment of what is missing or altered (parts broken, color lost, etc.). —see How to Write a Catalogue Entry, Sample Catalogue Entry and Why Description is Important.  J. Elsner, “Framing the Objects We Study: Three Boxes from Late Roman Italy”, Journal of the Warburg Courtauld Institute, vol. 71 (2008) pp. 21-38. Read this article for the role of close observation in archaeology, NOT for details or information about   the specific monuments presented in the article.  See also the sample catalogue entry.   All posted on Canvas under Files 
Pt. 2. Essay (25%) in which you connect your object to Augustan themes.  How does it express any of Augustus’s core messages?  Connect your piece to a specific literary work from the Augustan period (Vergil, Ovid, Propertius, Res Gestae etc.)   3- 5 pages.. If the original context for the object is known, describe how the object may have fit into it  and how that may have affected its meaning.  Give  the context of your literary source? What was its purpose? What does the literary source add to your understanding of the object and vice versa.  Would you have  fully understood either without each other?
 4.  One PowerPoint Presentation (20%) in which you present your object.   15- 20 minutes presented in class.
