Course Description:  Classical Archaeologists study the material remains of the ancient Greco-Roman world.  But how do they analyze what they find? What kinds of information do they uncover? In CLA 3700 we will study the major, stylistic trends, and cultural context of the artifacts and monuments of ancient Greece and Rome. We will learn how archaeologists interpret the literary and archaeological records to create a clearer understanding of these civilizations whose legacy continues in the modern world.

Course Objectives

Content:  Students will be able to locate, identify, date, and discuss the significance of the major monuments of the ancient Greco-Roman world. They will learn the broad historical periods of Ancient Greece and Rome and place major events and artistic personalities within those periods and describe the main artistic contributions of the Ancient Greeks and Romans to the modern world. (H, N)

Communication: Students will be able to write clearly and effectively about individual monuments including their style, chronology and the cultural context that created them in both essay exams and the paper project. (H)

Critical Thinking: Through their essay assignment and exam essays, students will learn how to interpret archaeological remains and learn how archaeologists use literary and archaeological evidence to understand the various contexts that produced artifacts and the continuing influence of these objects in the modern world. Students will understand the complexities inherent in the archaeological record and be able to distinguish primary source evidence and secondary source and to acknowledge strengths and weaknesses in each. (H)
Student Learning Outcomes:

In this course you will:

1) Produce culturally and historically informed analyses of Roman and ancient Greek ideas and artifacts.
2) Work with the large data set of preserved monuments from the ancient Greco-Roman world. Learn the major monuments and the role of style in dating. 
3) Learn how archaeologists interpret the archaeological record and the limitations and biases associated with that interpretation. (H)

4) Learn how artifacts help us reconstruct daily life (H)

5) Learn the lasting impact of Greco-Roman monuments in the modern world (H, N)

Students who complete this course will:

1) Learn the cultural context of ancient Greek and Roman artefacts (H)
2)   Develop a critical stylistic eye (H)

3) Understand the types of questions archaeologists ask about material culture. (H)
4) Identify and date the major monuments and stylistic developments in Greek and Roman material culture from the Bronze Age through the Late Empire and their lasting legacy in the Modern world.  (H, N)
5) Be able to identify and date the major monuments of the Greco-Roman world and will know how to work with data sets of visual material.

6) Be able to analyze primary evidence (archaeological, artistic, etc.) to understand the limits and potential of our ability to understand the past. (H)

7) Gain historical perspective through understanding the role social, political, and historical context play in a society (H)

8)  Be able to construct a clear written argument based on archaeological and secondary sources (H)
