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COURSE DESCRIPTION01

PREREQUISITES

HINT

This is the second course of a three part beginning series at the University of
Florida. Students will continue to build a foundation for the study of Latin
literature through instruction in Latin vocabulary, morphology, and syntax in
chapters 15-27 of Wheelock's Latin. They will concurrently improve their Latin
vocabulary, grammar, and syntax skills, while exploring Latin mythology and
culture expressed through the original literature. Students will leave this class
having learnt to pay attention to the detail, prepared to move on and succeed
in Beginning Latin 3.
