COURSE OBJECTIVES

Students will learn the basics of ancient Greek, the language of the Western world's first
works in epic, philosophy, tragedy, and medicine, as well as the New Testament. The
study of ancient Greek will lead to a greater command of English grammar, syntax, and
vocabulary. Students will also learn about some important aspects of ancient Greek
history and culture. This is the first semester of a year-long introductory course.

1. A beginning language course is cumulative, so don't fall behind! 'Binge-studying'
won't work - devote a small amount of time every day to Greek.

a. Attend class every day. Points will be docked from the attendance grade for
unexcused absences, late arrivals, and early departures.

The homework answer key will be posted in
Canvas the day it is due, so homework will not be accepted after the due
date. | will usually just check that you did the homework, so please ask
guestions in class! When you get your homework back, it will be up to you to
check the answer key and correct your mistakes. You will get out of the
homework what you put into it; good homework usually = good quiz/exam
grades.
