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Objectives: We will be reading selections from Herodotus’ Histories.  The course will help develop the skill of translation and improve knowledge of Greek grammar and vocabulary. We will focus on grammar and syntax but will discuss the content and various interpretations by modern scholars as well.  We will also help develop knowledge of the Ionic dialect. ALL STUDENTS MUST HAVE COMPLETED THE BEGINNING GREEK SEQUENCE BEFORE TAKING THIS CLASS.
