Course Description and Goals

This is the second course of an accelerated, two-part beginning series at the University of
Florida. Students will concurrently (1) review LAT 1130, (2) master vocabulary, morphology,
and syntax in chapters 17-32 of Shelmerdine’s Introduction to Latin, and (3) practice in the fluid
translation of Latin to English. Students will also read selections of prose and poetry in the
original Latin. Students will leave this class prepared to succeed in 2000-level translation
classes.

Daily Activities

Written exercises both in class and assigned as homework will reinforce the inflectional patterns
of Latin and aid in memorization. Students will have regular practice reading, analyzing
structure, and translating Latin into English. Quizzes and exams will ensure that students
memorize vocabulary, declensions, and conjugations, and that they understand how to put these
elements together in smooth translation.

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Attendance and seating
