Course objectives and goals

This course will offer an overview of the work of six key authors of the Late
Republic and Early Empire: Cicero, Caesar, Catullus, Vergil, Livy, Ovid. The
core of the class will be the direct reading and translation of selected passages
of prose and poetry. Through a in-depth study of the texts we will work to
advance your skills in translation and interpretation, in order to prepare you
for further studies in Latin language and literature.
