Course Description

This is the SECOND course of a three-part beginning series in Latin at the University of Florida. Students will master
vocabulary, morphology, and syntax in Chapters 15-27 of Wheelock’s Latin and practice in the fluid translation of Latin
to English & English to Latin. Students will leave this class prepared to succeed in Latin 3.

Course Objectives

Students will become acquainted with the inflectional patterns of Latin and will be able to easily recognize different
forms of declensions and conjugations. Students will also acquire a rich vocabulary, which constitutes an introduction
to Roman culture, as well as an aid in memorization and familiarization with the grammatical structures of Latin language.
Students will be asked to practice daily and eventually master their ability to translate from one language into the other.
Thus, they will significantly improve the awareness of both languages, English and Latin, in their respective elements of
vocabulary, morphology, and syntax.

Activities

1. practice exercises both in class and assigned as homework
e designed to help students memorize vocabulary and inflectional patterns in the Latin language
o written exercises from the textbook for class discussion
o one online homework assignment per chapter plus an early-semester review of Latin 1
2. oral drills and recitation for proper pronunciation
3. regular practice reading Latin, translating into English, and composing Latin sentences
4. quizzes and exams
e two weekly quizzes, one early-week and one late-week
o short vocabulary quizzes given in class [two lowest grades dropped]
o grammar quizzes taken online [two lowest grades dropped]
e two in-class exams (on calendar) and one two-hour final exam (set by university during Exam Week)

All students are expected and required to complete and/or participate in all classroom activities.
